CHAPTER CHARTER MEMBERS 1966
AGA SOUTHERN WISCONSIN CHAPTER (FORMERLY FGAA MADISON CHAPTER)

This year, 2016, is the 50" anniversary of the AGA Southern Wisconsin Chapter. The
chapter searched with the help of the AGA national office for some of the chapter records
for the past 50 years to publish information about the chapter formation and its charter
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AGA (Association of Government Accountants; aka, AGA — Advancing Government
Accountability) was formerly FGAA (Federal Government Accountants Association). The
association changed its name from FGAA to AGA because many of the FGAA members
outside Washington, D.C. were not Federal employees. They were employees of state and
local government, CPA and consulting firms, and universities and colleges. Most of the
FGAA Madison Chapter members were actually State of Wisconsin government
employees. Interestingly, former Madison Chapter president Marv Johnson was one of the
members who led the charge to change the national association’s name. The chapter
changed its name in 1976 from Madison to Southern Wisconsin to recognize a group of
dedicated Milwaukee area members who drove roundtrip once a month to Madison to
attend evening chapter dinner meetings.

This article lists the 18 charter members in the December 10, 1965 petition submitted by
John Gesell to establish the chapter in Madison. Another individual apparently joined
during the first year of the chapter making a total of 19 charter members according to the
AGA national office. If anyone remembers the name of the other charter member, please
contact one of the current chapter officers. Here is the list of the 18 charter members and
the agency they worked for in the same order as on the petition/application.

The Bureau of Public Roads later became the Federal Highway Administration. The Dept.
of Health, Education & Welfare later split into the Dept. of Health & Human Services and
Dept. of Education. The U.S. Armed Forces Institute (USAFI), whose central office was
located in Madison, provided educational courses for military personnel. Charter member
John F. Suby later founded Suby, Von Haden & Associates, SVA, John F. Suby Wealth
Management, and The Suby Group.
